PART 3 - EXECUTION

3.1 DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND HANDLING
A. Deliver, store, and handle materials under provisions of Section 01 60 00 [Insert section number and title].

B. Deliver materials to specified destination in manufacturer or distributor’s packaging, undamaged, complete with installation instructions.

C. SchoolDefender must not be exposed outside the range -40 degrees F to 120 degrees F (-40 degree C to +50 degrees C) during storage and transportation.

D. Store off ground, under cover, protected from weather and construction activities.

E. Store sheets of glass vertically. DO NOT lean.


3.2 PREPARATION

0. Verify that existing frames and glazing pockets are prepared and capable of accommodating the required glazing thickness and weight without structural modification to the frame.

0. Prior to beginning installation, verify that areas have been prepared as required by the Contract Documents and architectural drawings, and Shop Drawings have been approved.  

Notify Architect of any unsatisfactory preparation that is responsibility of others.

Clean and prepare all surfaces per manufacturers’ recommendations as required for achieving the best results for the substrate under the project conditions.

Do not begin installation of material until all unsatisfactory conditions have been resolved and approved by Architect.


3.2 INSTALLATION

0. Do not begin installation until areas have been verified and surfaces properly prepared in accordance with Drawings.  

Installation in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions and ASTM F1233. Set all equipment plumb.  

Apply sealant in accordance with manufacturer's recommendations as indicated in installation instructions. 

Remove excess sealant and leave exposed surfaces clean and smooth


3.3 PROTECTION & CLEANING

0. Protect material from damage during ongoing construction operations. If damage occurs, remove and replace as required.

Inspection: Verify installation is complete and complies with manufacturer’s requirements. 

Provide final cleaning of products and accessories, removing excess sealant, labels and protective covers.

Cleaning: Clean polycarbonate and glass surfaces using only manufacturer-approved mild soap and water solutions. Do not use ammonia-based, abrasive, or harsh chemical cleaners, which can damage the polycarbonate substrate.

Touch-up, repair or replace damaged products prior to Substantial Completion.
